Madam. Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

On behalf of the government of the Republic of Korea, | am very pleased to take part
in this session of the Third World Congress Against the Sexual Exploitation of Children
and Adolescents with my fellow representatives from around the world. Before | begin, |
would like to thank the Brazilian government, UNICEF, ECPAT, and the NGO group for
their efforts in hosting this event.

Madam. Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

Since ratifying the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child in 1991, the Korean
government has been creating systems to eradicate sexual exploitation of children and
Adolescents. As a result, there have been no cases of the sale of children discovered in
Korea. However, internet prostitution and other new forms of child sexual exploitation still
require more systematic countermeasures.

Now | would like to share with you the Korean government's efforts and experience in
combating the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents.

Madam. Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

Korea has enacted or revised the following laws to strengthen punishment of those who
exploit children and adolescents. The sale of children under any circumstances was
made a serious crime punishable under "the Criminal Code", "the Child Welfare Act" and
"the Youth Sex Protection Act".

Korea also passed the "Act on the Punishment of Procuring Prostitution and Associated
Acts" in 2004, and increased the punishment for brokers of prostitution. The production,
distribution or brokering of child pornography is prohibited, and violators are punished
according to the "Child Protection Act" and the "Youth Sex Protection Act." To combat
online child pornography, related laws have been amended to require internet service
providers to monitor and stop their customers from transmitting harmful content.

In addition, Korea instituted employment restrictions on sex offenders of children and

adolescents in 2006, banning them from jobs with youth-related institutions. We also
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operate a sex offender registration & notification system. To keep track sex offenders of
children, the "Act on the Electronic Monitoring of Specific Sex Offenders" was passed in
2007. In March 2008, we amended the "Passport Act'to restrict the issuance or renewal
of passports for anyone convicted of prostitution-related crimes abroad.

Korea is also doing more to protect victims of prostitution. Through a revision of the
2004 "Act on the Prevention of Sexual Traffic," we have increased medical and legal
support for victims and expanded social welfare facilities.

Madam. Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

As a State Party to both the "Convention on the Rights of the Child" and the "Optional
Protocol," the Korean government is making a sincere effort to fully comply with both of
these agreements. The Republic of Korea officially became a State Party to the "Optional
Protocol on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution, and Child Pornography" on September
6, 2000. We ratified the Optional Protocol on September 24, 2004, and submitted our first
national report on March 9, 2007. At the June 2008 session of the UN Committee on the
Rights of the Child, Korea received final recommendations on government policy
inadequacies which were identified in our First Periodic Report. The Korean government is
currently making every effort to implement these recommendations. The results of our
efforts in these areas will be included in our 3rd and 4th Periodic Report due to be
submitted in December 2008.

Madam. Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

As part of our commitment to protect the victims of prostitution, Korea exempts youths
involved in prostitution from punishment. ~ Moreover, Korea has strengthened the
requirement for administrators of child and youth facilities to immediately report any signs
of sexual abuse among those in their care to investigation authorities. In cases of
sexual violence, the Korean government assigns responsibility not only to the actual
offender, but also to persons exercising authority over or responsibility for the offender.

Madam. Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

Since 2003, Korea requires the participation of public prosecutors in investigations and

police proceedings of sex crimes against children and youths. We also operate a 24-hour
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hotline for victim counseling and reporting. In addition, a trusted party may accompany
victims during investigation, their statements are recorded, and special investigation rooms
for women and children are designed to ease the victim's mental well-being. In providing
victims of sexual violence with the counseling, medical, legal and other services they
need, we must eliminate multiple trips to different institutions and prevent victims from
being "revictimized" by the process. For this reason, Korea has set up One-Stop Support
Centers in 15 hospitals around the nation which offer all related victim services under one
roof.

Madam. Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

These achievements reflect our firm determination to eradicate sexual exploitation of
children and youths. They are the result of support from the international community and
the participation and partnership of NGOs.

But despite the many achievements of the Second World Congress, we are seeing a
rise in new patterns of child sexual exploitation which demand our resolute response.
Clearly, our efforts must continue. This session of the World Congress gives us a new
opportunity to discuss improved countermeasures to fight the sexual exploitation of
children and adolescents, and a global platform for elevating the rights of children
everywhere.

Korea will remain steadfast in its efforts to end the sexual violence and exploitation of
our own children, and we shall continue to seek international cooperation to eradicate this
scourge from our world.

In closing, | wish to reiterate my thanks to our Brazilian hosts and also to my
esteemed colleagues from around the world for their participation in this World Congress
Against Sexual Exploitation of Children and Adolescents. Thank you.

my esteemed fellow representatives from around the world in reaffirming our commitment
to eradicate the scourge of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents. | would also
like to extend my deepest gratitude to the Brazilian government, UNICEF, ECPAT and the
NGO Group for the extensive preparations they have made to host this event, and
convey my sincere thanks toall delegates gathered here to seek means of combating
child and adolescent sexual exploitation. | believe the Third World Congress will offer us
an extremely valuable opportunity to develop more effective strategies to address the
problem of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents, and to build cross-border
systems to facilitate greater international cooperation in this area.

Madam Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,
In order to ensure that the Constitution of the Republic of Korea is in conformity with
various international conventions concerning the rights of children and adolescents, the
Korean government has devoted every effort to guaranteeing the protection of those rights
in all policy areas from education and labor to health and public welfare. The Korean
government is dedicated to achieving full compliance with the UN Convention of the
Rights of the Child, and in the area of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents, we
continue to observe the Stockholm Declaration and Agenda for Action agreed at the First
World Congress and the Yokohama Global Commitment reached at the Second World
Congress. We are also pursuing measures and activities in the legal, institutional and
administrative spheres to safeguard the rights of children and adolescents and protect
them from sexual exploitation. | would now like to discuss the Korean government's efforts
and experiences with regard to the second theme of this World Congress, namely, the
eradication of child and adolescent sexual exploitation.

Revision of the Laws on Sexual Exploitation of Children and Adolescents

The Korean government has established a broad legal framework to help protect children
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and combat sexual exploitation through the enactment of such laws as the Criminal Code,
the Child Welfare Act, the Youth Protection Act and the Youth Sex Protection Act, and is
currently working to improve relevant regulations in the areas of strengthened punishment,
recidivism prevention, crime prevention, and victim protection.

First, Korea is implementing the following policy measures to strengthen criminal
punishment for the sale of children, child prostitution, child pornography and related
crimes. The crime of trafficking in children is punishable in accordance with the Criminal
Code, the Child Welfare Act and the Youth Sex Protection Act. Under the Criminal
Code, any person capturing or enticing others into sexual harassment, sexual abuse or
profit, as well as trafficking in women, shall serve a minimum one-year prison sentence,
while under the Child Welfare Act, anyone found guilty of child trafficking for whatever
purpose shall face a maximum prison sentence of 10 years. Thus far, no instance of the
sale of children has been discovered in Korea. In 2004, Korea enacted the "Act on the
Punishment of Procuring Prostitution and Associated Acts" to strengthen the punishment
for prostitution, and the "Comprehensive Action Plan to Prevent Prostitution" to ensure
effective implementation of the Act. The Criminal Code, the Youth Protection Act, and the
Youth Sex Protection Act prohibit the production, distribution or brokeringof child
pornography and stipulate punishment for violators. Furthermore, the Act on Promotion of
Information and Communications Network Utilization and Data Protection prescribes
penalties for the distribution, sale or notification of child pornography over the internet or
mobile phones. Meanwhile, following an amendment of the Youth Sex Protection Act in
2007, simple possession of child pornography is now a punishable offense regardless of
profit motive. Hereafter, in line with a revision of the Act on Promotion of Information
and Communications Network Utilization and Data Protection, Internet Service Providers
will be made directly responsible for monitoring and suspending the service of subscribers
who use the internet to transmit illegal harmful content.

Second, the Korean government is taking the following policy steps in order to prevent
recidivism by sexual offenders of children. Under the revised Youth Sex Protection Act,

any person who sexually abuses children or adolescents is ineligible for employment at
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educational facilities for a period of 10 years after serving their sentence. They are also
registered for 10 years as sex offenders of children/adolescents via a nationwide
registration & notification system which keeps communities informed about sex offenders
in their area. A total of 130 sex offenders were registered as of October 2008, of whom
the public was notified of 52. Revisions to the relevant law are now underway to make
information on sex offenders of children and adolescents available to the public over the
internet.  In 2007, the "Act on the Electronic Monitoring Specific Sex Offenders" was
enacted, making it possible to electronically track sex offenders of children 24 hours a
day, with the law taking effect from September 2008. Using an electronic tracking device,
this law establishes asystem for tracking & confirming the whereabouts of sex offenders
whose victims were under the age of 13 for a period of up to five years. Additionally, in
a revision of the "Cure Custody Act'in 2008, sex offenders suffering from pedophilia or
other mental disorders receive medical treatment and custody for up to 15 years.
Through ongoing custody and care provided after sex offenders have served their
sentences, authorities periodically gauge the likelihood of recidivism and determine whether
the individuals are ready to be released back into society.

Third, Korea is implementing a broad range of policy measures aimed at the preventing
of crimes related to the sex trade and pornography. In line with the "Act on the
Prevention of Sexual Traffic and Protection, etc. of Victims Thereof'of 2004, investigations
into the actual status of the domestic sex trade are conducted and comprehensive reports
are compiled every three years. These serve as the basis for anti-prostitution policy
formulation. In addition, representatives of governmental institutions at the national and
regional level, principals of elementary, middle and high schools, and heads of public
organizations receive preventive education. To further these efforts, the Youth Sex
Protection Act was enacted in 2007, and television broadcasters were tasked with
producing and airing public-service information spots to raise awareness about the
seriousness of sexual abuse against children and adolescents, and to keep the issue at
the forefront of the public's consciousness. Steps are also being taken to thwart sexual

crimes against youths via the internet amid the recent increase in online child prostitution.

These include the introduction of a new system of punishment for adults who use the
internet in an attempt to proposition youths or meet youths for the purpose of prostitution.
At the same time, the "Passport Act'was amended in March 2008 in order to combat
overseas prostitution, allowing the government to restrict the issuance or renewal of
passports of anyone convicted of committing a prostitution-related crime abroad.

Lastly, the Korean government is actively addressing the need for stronger protection of
victims of sexual exploitation and sexual abuse at the policy making level. For the
protection and rehabilitation of juvenile victims of sexual exploitation, the "Youth Sex
Protection Act" stipulates that victims complete assessment-based education and
counseling courses. Treatment and rehabilitation programs suited for child & adolescent
victims have been developed and are provided by six organizations nationwide. To further
ensure the victim's protection, public officials involved in the investigation or prosecution of
sex crimes against children are required to observe the strictest confidentiality so as to
prevent the leak or disclosure of the victim's personal data, photos or other information. In
the course of the investigation, the victim's rights and individuality are taken into full
consideration, while at the same time particular care is exercised to safeguard their
dignity and self-esteem. Seeking to avoid victimizing youths a second time through
repeated trial testimony, the Act on the Punishment of Sexual Violence and Protection of
Victims allows victims under the age of 16 to submit videotaped statements, and they are
shown the utmost respect throughout the entire prosecution process. Moreover, the "Act
on the Punishment of Procuring Prostitution and Associated Acts" permits a party the
victim trusts to accompany them during the investigation or prosecution, thereby easing

their mental state and creating a more victim-friendly criminal investigation system.

Implementation of the "Optional Protocol"

As a State Party to the "UN Convention on the Rights of the Child" and the "Optional
Protocol on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution and Child Pornography,"the Korean
government makes a sincere effort to fully comply with the Convention and Optional

Protocol. The Republic of Korea officially became a State Party to the "Optional Protocol
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on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution, and Child Pornography" on September 6,
2000, ratified the Optional Protocol on September 24, 2004, and submitted its first
National Report on March 9, 2007. With regard to government policy inadequacies
identified through Korea's Consolidated 1st Periodic Report, finalized recommendations
were received during the Session of the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child held in
June 2008. The Korean government is currently making every effort to meet these
recommendations. The results of our efforts in these areas will be added to our 3rd &
4th Consolidated Periodic Report to the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child
scheduled to be submitted in December 2008.

The Korean government has implemented the following policies thus far in compliance
with the Optional Protocol. First, in the enactment and amendment of domestic legislation,
Korea is working to harmonize national laws through consideration of the standards and
contents set forth by the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child and the Optional
Protocol to the greatest extent possible. Of all related domestic laws, the Youth Sex
Protection Act serves as the best example of legal reform spurred on by the Optional
Protocol. Amended in 2007, the Youth Sex Protection Act now stipulates strengthened
punishment for sex offenders whose victims are juveniles, and also helps to curtail
recidivism. In another revision, those charged with sexual assault against children and
adolescents are now prosecuted unless the victim expresses a contrary wish, whereas
previously, prosecution required the victim to press charges. Additionally, the country's
Sex Offender Registration & Notification System has been expanded and strengthened,
and various loopholes of previous systems have been closed, with new measures
forseparating and protecting victims in cases where the offender is a parent.

The Korean government has established national plans of action in its effort to faithfully
implementthe Optional Protocol. In 2004, the "Comprehensive Action Plan to Prevent
Prostitution” was enacted to help tackle the sexual exploitation of children and women
and provide protection to victims. The Comprehensive Action Plan to Prevent Prostitution
was revised and strengthened in 2007 in recognition of the changing environment and

new forms of sex ftrafficking, including overseas and online prostitution. In 2008, with a
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goal of building a safe society for children and women, seven government ministries and
organizations joined hands in devising the "Comprehensive Policy for the Protection of
Children and Women."The far-reaching scope of this policy extends to preventing crimes
against children, intensifying crackdowns on criminal activity, speeding up the
apprehension of criminals and the rescue of victims, strengthening punishment for sex
offenders, reducing recidivism, and increasing protection and support for victims and their
families.

The Korean government has established a budget for the treatment and rehabilitation of
juvenile victims of sexual exploitation, construction and operation of treatment centers, and
publicity and educational activities, with plans to expand this budget and ensure sufficient
financial support in line with relevant contents of the Optional Protocol. Funding for the
treatment and rehabilitation of young victims of sexual exploitation was $200,000
($1=KRW 1,000) in 2006, $630,000 in 2007, and an estimated $620,000 this vear.
Annual outlays for the construction of Centers for Child Abuse and Neglect have risen
from $503,000 in 2004 to $1,445,000 in 2005, $1,350,000 in 2006, $1,350,000 in 2007,
and $1,850,000 in 2008. Expenses for the prevention of sexual exploitation and
assistance for victims has grown from $7,455,000 in 2007 to $9,019,000in 2008, while
joint support activities conducted by NGOs and civic groups have totaled $22,000,000 in
2005, $20,200,000 in 2006, $18,100,000 in 2007, and $15,400,000 in 2008. To help
those rescued from sexual exploitation lead a healthy and independent life, they are
provided temporary emergency living funds, legal and medical assistance and job training,
with counseling centers offering expert medical & legal advice.

In compliance with the Optional Protocol, the Korean government operates special
investigative squads to deal with sexual violence against children and women, as well as
a 24-hour hotline to create a system of around-the-clock, real-time investigation command.
Korean nationals found guilty of committing sexual offenses overseas are punished in
strict accordance with the relevant law, and in cases where such crimes are committed
against children outside of territory of the Republic of Korea, the "Youth Sex Protection

Act" stipulates criminal prosecution and punishment. Furthermore, when criminal extradition
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requests are received for foreign nationals in Korea who are wanted for crimes of sexual
violence against children, these requests are duly honored in accordance with the
"Extradition Act" and relevant reciprocal treaties.

The Korean government participates proactively in global efforts to punish transnational
organized crime and the trafficking in persons. Korea is among the countries that
presented a joint recommendation for a UN General Assembly resolution to protect the
rights of women vulnerable to trafficking and prostitution, and is an active supporter of a
UN GA resolution on protecting the rights of children. Moreover, in 2002, Korea ratified
the "UN Convention against Transnational Crime" and the "Protocol to Prevent, Suppress
and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children," and is currently
adopting or amending the relevant domestic legal frameworks in compliance with those
agreements.

Beyond jurisprudence, Korea holds an annual "Day for Elimination of Sexual Violence
Against Children" every February 22 to raise public awareness about this important issue,
operates a crisis hotline (1388) for children and adolescents, and runs 129 Health and
Welfare Call Centers (hotline: 129) throughout the nation. There is also an extensive
social safety net of 143 youth counseling centers at the city, county and district levels to
help young people deal with the problems of running away from home, school violence,
dropping out of school, internet addiction, sexual exploitation and suicide, and to provide
immediate assistance in case of sexual abuse or other crisis situations.

In our bid to comply with the Optional Protocol, the government of Korea has pursued
a diverse range of programs and efforts to ensure effective protection apparatus for the
victims of sexual exploitation, thereby advancing the rights of Korean women and children.
Despite the many achievements made thus far, the Korean government regards this as
the start rather than the end of our mission to eradicate sexual exploitation of children
and women. We shall continue our efforts in the spirit of the "Convention on the Rights
of the Child" and work to fully comply with the "Optional Protocol" through effective

monitoring and diverse, ongoing action.
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Impunity and Responsibility

In order to protect the victims of sexual ftrafficking, the "Act on the Punishment of
Procuring Prostitution and Associated Acts" exempts those victims from punishment, and
the "Youth Sex Protection Act" excludes youths who are sexually exploited from
punishment. In addition, the Ministry of Justice and the Supreme Public Prosecutor's
Office have jointly prepared the "Guidelines on the Protection and Treatment of Youth
Victims of Sexual Exploitation" and work to ensure observance of these guidelines at
front-line Public Prosecutor's Offices in an effort to prevent victims of sexual exploitation
from being punished or stigmatized.

Under the "Youth Sex Prevention Act" the employees of schools, child-care facilities
and hospitals are obligated to report signs of sexual violence against children to the
proper authorities. Furthermore, the "Act on the Punishment of Sexual Crimes and
Protection of Victims Thereof" requires persons in charge of or employed by care,
education or medical facilities for youths under the age of 18 to notify investigative
agenciesimmediately upon discovering child or adolescent victims of sexual crimes under
their protection. Those neglecting to do so are held responsible and receive fines.

In cases of sexual violence against youths, the Korean government assigns
responsibility not only to the actual offender, but also to parties exercising effective
authority over or responsibility for the offender. The "Youth Sex Protection Act" stipulates
punishment for any legal person or their representative, agent or employee, member of
their organization, or related private person who commits the crimes of producing or
distributing child pornography, trafficking in youths, forcing youths against their will, or
arranging prostitution with children. The Act also holds corporate entities or individuals
involved in such crimes liable for financial penalties as stipulated and, for cases where no
specific penalties are prescribed, fines of up to KRW 50 million. However, in the
application of dual punishment, proprietors who have enforced "duty of care" with regard
to management and supervision of their employees will be regarded as having fulfilled

their obligations and made exempt from punishment.
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Procedures for Special Investigation

The Korean government has created "Criminal Investigation Squads'at 56 Public
Prosecutor's Offices nationwide comprising public prosecutors and criminal investigators to
respond to incidents of kidnapping or sexual violence 24 hours a day. We have also set
up 256 "Missing Persons Investigation Teams" attached to police headquarters throughout
the country, providing a rapid and comprehensive response system for all missing children
& women cases that arise, and enabling quicker criminal apprehension.

To protect the rights of sexually abused youths under the age of 13, the Korean
government has operated a comprehensive sexual violence & exploitation investigation
system in conjunction with district public prosecutor's office and branches nationwide since
2003. Public prosecutors attend and direct police investigations into cases involving
abused children, and every effort is made to conduct the inquiry in a single session and
give the fullest consideration to the victim's well-being. The introduction of the public
prosecutor system providles a more child-friendly investigation environment, while
significantly strengthening the rights of victims of sexual violence. Also, every Public
Prosecutor's Office in the country has an investigation room designated specifically for
children and women, with the aim of guaranteeing maximum peace of mind and privacy
for young and female victims. The investigation rooms for women and children are
designed to create a child- and woman-friendly atmosphere, and are equipped with audio
and video recording devices, two-way mirrors, and monitors to allow viewing of the interior
from outside the room.

The Korean government plans to put in place a system by which mental health
specialists take part in investigations involving child victims of sexual violence from the
initial stage. To improve the "competency of evidence" of oral statements, strengthen
punishment of offenders, and avoid harming victims a second time through the
investigation process, four one-stop support centers offering these exemplary investigation
procedures began three months of trial operation in Seoul in 2007. Following creation of
a pool of mental health experts, plans call for increasing the number of one-stop support

centers around the country to 15 in 2009. Furthermore, genetic testing of prison inmates
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sentenced for special crimes such as sexual violence against children is planned, with a
DNA profile database expected to be utilized in future investigations or prosecutions.

Amid the rise in prostitution via the internet, local police departments across the country
have created "Internet Prostitution Response Units." An ‘Internet Sex Trafficking
Investigation Manual" has been produced and distributed, and the Broadcasting and
Communication Committee compiles a catalogue of sex-trafficking intermediaries posing as
chat websites or job placement websites for use in crackdowns. We are also improving
emergency support centers for female victims of sex-trafficking, and building an
online/offline 24-hour counseling and report system. In the future, we plan to develop
and disseminate specialized investigation methods including ID- and IP-tracking techniques
aimed at criminal suspects.

Madam Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

The achievements I've discussed until now are the fruits of the support of the
international community, the Korean government's firm will to eradicate the sexual
exploitation of children, and the participation and partnership of NGOs. But despite the
impressive results of the past 10 years, we have still more work ahead and even greater
obstacles to overcome before we can truly say that sexual exploitation of children is a
thing of the past.

Madam Chairwoman, distinguished delegates,

In anticipation of that day, the Korean government will not let up in its efforts to end
the sexual violence and exploitation of our children, and we will continue to pursue
international cooperation to eradicate this scourge from our world. | look forward to taking
part in many constructive and fruitful discussions at the Third World Congress, and |
would like to reiterate my sincerest thanks to the Brazilian government and related
organizations for their preparations to host this important event.

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The Rio de Janeiro Pact to Prevent and Stop Sexual Exploitation of
Children and Adolescents

PREAMBLE

We, participants at the World Congress III against the Sexual Exploitation of
Children and Adolescents, representing governments, inter-governmental and
non-governmental organizations, human rights institutions, ombudspersons, the
private  sector, law enforcement and legal community, religious leaders,
parliamentarians, researchers and academics, civil society and children and
adolescents,*Dhave gathered in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, (25-28 November2008) to
review developments and action taken in follow-up to the Stockholm Declaration
and Agenda for Action 1996 and the Yokohama Global Commitment 2001, to
identify lessons learned and key challenges, and to commit ourselves to the
implementation of goals and targets of a Plan of Action to prevent, prohibit and
stop sexual exploitation of childten and adolescents and provide the necessary
support to children who have fallen victim to it.

® We reiterate that the sexual exploitation of children is a gross violation of their
right to respect of their human dignity and physical and mental integrity and
that it cannot be condoned under any circumstances.

® We express concern at the continuing high level of sexual exploitation of
children and adolescents in States in all regions, and at the increase in certain
forms of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents, in particular through
abuse of the Internet and new and developing technologies, and as a result of
the increased mobility of perpetrators in travel and tourism.

® We note with deep concern the increased vulnerability of many children to
sexual exploitation as a result of increasing poverty, social and gender inequality,
exclusion, drug and alcohol abuse, ongoing demand for sex with children,
environmental degradation, HIV/AIDS, displacement, occupation, armed conflict
and other emergencies that create strains on the basic unit of the family
responsible for the protection of children, as well as the persistent demand for

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sex with children in all regions and States underpinned by an environment of
social tolerance, complicity and impunity.

We recall the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (1989)
which calls on States Parties to take all appropriate measures to ensure that the
child is protected from sexual exploitation, as well as the Optional Protocol to
the Convention on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution and Child
Pornography, which require States Parties to prohibit, criminalize and prosecute
these practices.

We recognize the participation of children and adolescents at the World
Congress III and the importance of the significant contribution they have
made and will continue to make in preventing and stopping the sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents.

We welcome the work of the Committee on the Rights of Child and other
relevant international, regional and national human rights mechanisms in
addressing the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents.

Review of progress and outstanding challenges

welcome the progress achieved in addressing the sexual exploitation of children
adolescents since the 2™ World Congress in Yokohama, Japan, in 2001:

The entty into force of key international instruments such as the Optional
Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the Sale of
Children, Child Prostitution and Child Pornography(ratified by 129 States as at
15 November 2008), and the increase in ratifications of ILO Convention 182
(1999) on the Elimination of the Worst Forms of Child Labour and of the
Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially
Women and Children (the Palermo Protocol), supplementing the United Nations
Convention on Transnational Organized Crime and the adoption of new
regional instruments including the Council of Europe Conventions on Action
against Trafficking of Human Beings, on the Protection of Children against
Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Abuse and on Cyber crime.

Adoption of legislative measures by more States to strengthen the protection of
children from sexual exploitation in compliance with international obligations,
including the enactment of legal provisions for the protection of child victims
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of sexual exploitation during the process of criminal investigations and trials
against alleged perpetrators, taking into account the United Nations Guidelines on
Justice in matters involving child victims and witnesses of crimes.

The development and implementation of national agendas, strategies or plans for
the protection of children from sexual exploitation, increasingly within the

context of broader, overarching national frameworks to create a World Fit for
Children.

The establishment of multi-sectoral initiatives to prevent and combat trafficking
of children including for the purpose of sexual exploitation.

The conclusion of bilateral and multilateral agreements between and among
States with a view to establishing effective cooperation in efforts to prevent
and combat cross-border trafficking and sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents as well as for the detection, investigation, prosecution and
punishment of those responsible

Increased support of companies operating in tourism and travel by signing the
Code of Conduct for the Protection of Children from Sexual Exploitation in
Travel and Tourism.

An increase in some countries both in training for professionals involved in
prevention and protection of children from sexual exploitation and victim
support, and in targeted awareness raising and education campaigns.

The increased engagement of UN and UN-related organizations, national and
international NGOs, other civil society organizations, human rights institutions
and inter-governmental organizations in preventing and stopping the sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents.

While acknowledging the progtress, we note particular challenges and concerns:

There remain significant gaps in knowledge and understanding of how to
address and respond to emerging manifestations, trends and the increasingly
complex nature of the different forms of sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents, including the increasing challenge of children on the move;

In many States, laws do not adequately define and criminalize the various forms
of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents in accordance with applicable
international standards, therefore hindering the effective protection of children as
well as the prosecution of these crimes.
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Consistent law enforcement and the ending of impunity is too often hampered
by the lack of adequate resources, structures for implementation and a lack of
appropriate training of those involved.

Impunity for perpetrators of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents is
often perpetuated by the lack of investigation and prosecution of offenders in
the country where the crime takes place, and the lack of consistent and
effective extraterritorial jurisdiction, often hindered by a ‘dual criminality’
requirement, and the lack of necessary extradition regulations and mutual legal
assistance agreements and practices.

There is an insufficient focus on measures to reduce and eliminate the demand
for sex with children and adolescents, and in some States inadequate sanctions
against sexual abusers of children.

Children’s right to express their views and have those views given due weight in
all matters affecting their lives, including in all administrative and judicial
proceedings, is not consistently incorporated in national legislation and practice
and in particular child victims of sexual exploitation experience further trauma
because of the lack of effective opportunities to exercise that right and of
child-sensitive victim and witness procedures.

Protection for children’s sexual development, in accordance with their age,
empowers them against sexual exploitation of children and adolescents but is
not sufficiently recognized.

Insufficient resources are made available, including where appropriate through
international cooperation, to ensuring free, accessible, safe and high quality
education for all children as a component of primary prevention against the
sexual exploitation of children and adolescents.

Laws and programmes addressing trafficking in human beings, including for the
purpose of sexual exploitation, too often do not recognize the special status of
child victims and their right to special protection, including through repatriation
procedures that guarantee the child’s safety in case of return to their place of
origin and support for full restitution of their rights.

Many States have not taken all feasible measures with the aim of ensuring all
appropriate assistance to child victims of sexual exploitation, including their full
social reintegration and their full physical and psychological recovery; and
assistance is often compromised by a lack of effective coordination among the
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necessary partners (including law enforcement, immigration, social workers,
mental and physical health professionals, housing and education services).

® The links between sexual exploitation of children and adolescents and family
violence are not sufficiently acknowledged in policies and programmes.

® There continues to be a lack of reliable, disaggregated data on the prevalence
and nature of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents and on children at
risk, and inadequate evaluation of the impact of legislative, social and other
measures to prevent and stop the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents
and to support those who have fallen victim to it.

® Information continues to circulate that is not based on updated knowledge and
the wealth of field-based experience in the areas of prevention and protection
of children, law enforcement and victim support and there is insufficient
proactive sharing of experiences and lessons learned.

B. Declaration

We, participants at the World Congress III against the Sexual Exploitation of
Children and Adolescents, representing governments, inter-governmental and
non-governmental organizations, human rights institutions, ombudspersons, the
private  sector, law enforcement and legal community, religious leaders,
patliamentarians, researchers and academics, civil society and children and
adolescents, pledge ourselves to undertake as a matter of priority the necessary
measutes to prevent and stop the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents.

® We wil be guided by international human rights standards in fulfilment of
States’ obligations to protect children from all forms of abuse and exploitation.

® We recognize that our efforts to prevent and end the sexual exploitation of
children and adolescents must address the root causes of these serious
violations of the rights of the child by mainstreaming strategies within broader
policy frameworks. We thus recommit ourselves to achieve the Millennium
Development Goals, particularly to halve the proportion of people living in
extreme poverty, ensure that all children complete a full course of primaty
schooling and halt and reverse the spread of HIV/AIDS.
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® We recognize the important role that parents and the (extended) family can play
in preventing and protecting children from sexual exploitation, and the need to
provide them and other caregivers with adequate support.

e We welcome the recommendations of the UN Secretary-General’s Study on
Violence against Children and commit ourselves to follow-up and to supporting
with financial, human and other resources, and facilitating the work of the (still
to be appointed) Special Representative of the Secretary-General on Violence
against Children as well as the Special Representative of the Secretary-General
on Children and Armed Conflict, and relevant Special Procedures, particularly
the Special Rapporteur on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution and Child
Pornography and the Special Rapporteur on Trafficking,.

® We recognize that a comprehensive response to the sexual exploitation of
children and adolescents should include a focus on fighting all forms of the
child laboutr, and we welcome the endotrsement in 2006 of the ILO’s Global
Action Plan against the Worst Forms of Child Labour, by which all 182
member States have committed themselves to eliminating all these forms -
including the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents — by 2018.

® We will cooperate with and support international, regional and national human
rights bodies in efforts to promote and review reports on the implementation
of measures against the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents.

® We will support measures and structures to institutionalize meaningful child
participation in a sustainable way at all levels, including for child victims of or
at risk of sexual exploitation, for example through adequately resourced child
and youth advisory committees, community-based programmes and peet-to-peet
initiatives.

o We will strengthen our efforts to address through targeted, gender-sensitive
information, communication and  education, training and  community
mobilization, any denial of the seriousness of sexual exploitation of children
and adolescents and of its negative consequences, in particular the beliefs and
values that condone and sustain sexual exploitation of children and adolescents
and perceptions and treatment of the child as a sexual object or commodity.

® We will initiate, fund and shate the outcomes of research on all forms of
sexual exploitation of children and adolescents, #wfer alia on the nature and
scope of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents; new manifestations
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including changing modalities, actors, mechanisms and locations used; sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents in schools and care and justice
institutions; the implementation and impact of legislative, social and other
measures taken to prevent, stop and respond to sexual exploitation of children
and adolescents the demand that perpetuates sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents those involved in facilitating and perpetrating sexual crimes against
children; the sexual exploitation of boys vulnerability and resilience of children
in relation to sexual exploitation the nature and impact of virtual social
interaction among children and its potential in preventing and protecting the
sexual exploitation of children and adolescents in different social and cultural
contexts; the impact and effect of global consumer culture on social values
and behaviours, in particular on the sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents; patterns of offending, with a view to ensuring that interventions
are appropriate and effective.

We undertake to further develop specific indicators of performance and progress
to measure the impact on children of all policies and programmes that we
develop or implement in the area of sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents, with a view to ensuring that all actions taken are in the best
interests of the child and do no harm and to share lessons learned — both
positive and negative -- in order to contribute to better understanding and
action in the future and to ensure that as far as possible evidence-based
information is used for the development and implementation of effective policies
and programmes to prevent and protect children from sexual exploitation and
support those who have been victimized by it.

Note

The Plan of Action that is an integral part of this document will be open for 30
days from 28 November 2008for participants to provide input that reflects the
richness of their experiences during the World Congress III against the Sexual
Exploitation of Children and Adolescents.

Plan of Action

. General
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2. We call on all States to:

Continue working towards ratification of relevant international instruments,
including as appropriate the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the
Child and the Optional Protocol on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution
and Child Pornography, ILO Convention 182 (1999) on the Worst forms of
Child Labour, the UN Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in
Persons, especially Women and Children, supplementing the UN Convention
against Transnational Organized Crime, and the Convention on the Elimination
of Discrimination against Women

Continue working towards ratification of relevant international instruments,
including as appropriate the African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of
Children, the ASEAN Charter, the Inter-American Human Rights Conventions
on International Traffic of Minors and on Violence against Women, the
SAARC Convention on Preventing and Combating Trafficking in Women and
Children for Prostitution, and the Council of Europe Conventions on Action
against Trafficking in Human Beings, on Cyber crime and on the Protection
of Children against Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Abuse, conventions which
can be ratified by States non-members of the Council of Europe

Define, prohibit and criminalize, in accordance with existing international
standards, all acts of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents in their
jurisdiction, irrespective of any set age of consent or marriage

Establish effective extraterritorial jurisdiction, abolishing the requitement of
double criminality for offences of sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents, and facilitate effective extradition and mutual legal assistance, in
order to achieve effective prosecution of perpetrators and appropriate sanctions;

Designate a lead law enforcement agency, where appropriate to national
circumstances, to proactively enforce extraterritorial laws related to sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents;

Ensure that child victims of sexual exploitation are not criminalized or punished
for crimes committed in the course of their exploitation, but are given the
status of victim in law and are treated accordingly;

Promote and defend the privacy of child victims and child perpetrators of
sexual exploitation, taking into account relevant national laws and procedures, to
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protect their identity in investigatory or court proceedings or from disclosure
by the media

Establish and implement international, regional and national legal mechanisms
and programmes for addressing sex offender behaviour and preventing
recidivism, including through risk assessment and offender management
programmes, the provision of voluntary extended and comprehensive
rehabilitation services (in addition to but not in lieu of criminal sanctions as
appropriate), safe reintegration of convicted offenders and the collection and
sharing of good practices in this regard and for this purpose establish where
appropriate sex offender registers and cross-border sex offender management
systems

Ensure that children and adolescents exhibiting sexually harmful behaviour
receive appropriate care and attention as a first option through appropriate
gender-sensitive and child-focused measures and programmes that will not
criminalize them but will balance their best interest with due regard for the
safety of others, and ensure compliance with the principle that depriving
children of liberty should be pursued only as a measure of last resort, and
ensure that those responsible for the care of such children are equipped with
relevant training and skills;

Support and contribute to the Interpol international child abuse images database
and nominate a responsible national focal point person or unit to collect
national data on sexual exploitation of children and adolescents, and
systematically share this information with Interpol in order to support
cross-border  (international) law  enforcement action and  strengthen its
effectiveness, and adopt multilateral agreements especially for police investigation
work

Establish special units/children’s desks within police forces to address sexual
crimes against children, and provide specialized training to judicial and law
enforcement personnel

Address corruption in law enforcement and the judiciary, as well as other
authorities with a duty of care to children, recognizing corruption as a major
obstacle to effective law enforcement and protection for children;

Establish by 2013 concrete mechanisms and/or processes to facilitate
coordination at national, regional and international levels for enhanced
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cooperation among government ministries,  funding bodies UN agencies,
NGOs, the private sector, workers” and employers’ organizations, the media,
children’s organisations and other representatives of civil society with a view
to enabling and supporting concrete action to prevent and stop the sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents;

Increase efforts to address the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents
through the development of holistic national child protection systems that aim
to protect children from all forms of violence and abuse;

Emphasize prevention of sexual exploitation of children and adolescents, while
reinforcing or establishing multi-sectoral ~ referral mechanisms to provide
comprehensive support and services to children who have been victimized in
sexual exploitation;

Develop National Plans of Action on the sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents, or include these in existing relevant planning frameworks, such
blueprints to include gender-sensitive strategies and operational plans, targeted
resources and designated responsible actors for implementation of initiatives to
prevent and stop the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents and
provide support for child victims of sexual exploitation;

Initiate and support the collection and sharing of reliable information and
cross-border  cooperation, and contribute to databases on victims and
perpetrators, to enhance assistance to children and address the demand sex
with children, in accordance with applicable laws

Develop, where appropriate with the support of UN agencies, NGOs, civil
soclety  organizations and the private sector, workers’ and employers’
organizations, policies and programmes to promote and support corporate social
responsibility of enterprises operating znfer alia in tourism, travel, transport and
financial services, and of communication, media, Internet services, advertising
and entertainment sectors in this regard ensure that child-rights focused policies,
standards and codes of conduct are implemented throughout the supply chain
and include an independent monitoring mechanism

Promote and support policies and programmes, including community-based
programmes, to address phenomena that contribute to the sexual exploitation
of children and adolescents including, for example, disctimination (including on
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the basis of sex), harmful traditional practices, child marriage and social norms
that condone sexual exploitation of children and adolescents

Ensure that all children born on their territory are registered immediately after
birth;

Engage children in meaningful and critical examination of changing contemporary
values and norms and their potential to increase vulnerability to sexual
exploitation; and promote education to enhance children’s understanding of these
issues in relation to sexual exploitation

Establish by 2013 an effective and accessible system for reporting, follow up
and support for child victims of suspected or actual incidents of sexual
exploitation, for example by instituting mandatory reporting for people in
positions of responsibility for the welfare of children

Develop or enhance accessibility of existing telephone or web-based helplines, in
particular for children in care and justice institutions, to encourage children and
carers to confidentially report sexual exploitation and seek referral to appropriate
services, and ensure that the operators of such reporting mechanisms are
adequately trained and supervised;.

Establish by 2013 independent children’s rights institutions such as children’s
ombudspersons or equivalents or focal points on children’s rights in national
human rights institutions or general ombudsperson offices, highlighting the
importance for States Parties to the UN Convention on the Rights of the
Child of General Comment No 2 of the Committee on the Rights of the
Child these bodies should play a key role in the independent monitoring of
actions taken for the prevention of sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents, protection of children from such exploitation and the restoration of
the rights of sexually exploited children, in advocating for effective legal
frameworks and enforcement and in ensuring, where necessary, that child
victims have effective remedies and redress, including the possibility of filing
complaints before these institutions

Strengthen existing national child protection services or establish new ones in
order to provide all child victims of sexual exploitation, without discrimination,
with the necessary economic and psycho-social support for their full physical
and psychological recovery and social reintegration such services to be provided
by well trained multi-disciplinary teams of professionals;
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Ensure that these services are accessible, appropriately resourced, comprehensive,
child- and gender-sensitive, and reach all children including children with special
needs, from ethnic minorities, indigenous or Aboriginal children, refugee or
asylum-seeking and hard-to-reach children such as those in domestic service or
living on the streets and others with specific vulnerabilities;

Establish by 2013 regional mechanisms for exchange, coordination and
monitoring of progress on child protection including against sexual exploitation
in order to review progress and strengthen follow-up on the implementation
of the recommendations made

Take all necessary steps to strengthen international cooperation by multilateral,
regional and bilateral arrangements for the prevention, detection, investigation,
prosecution and punishment of those responsible for acts of sexual exploitation
of children and adolescents; and for the assistance of child victims in their
physical and psychological recovery, social reintegration and, as approptiate,
repatriation;

Provide, when in a position to do so, financial, technical and other assistance
through existing multilateral, regional, bilateral and other programmes for
addressing the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents; and explore the
potential of a fund for child and youth initiatives in this area.

. We encourage the Committee on the Rights of the Child to:

Persevere with monitoring progress of States Parties’ fulfilment of their
obligations to uphold the right of children to protection from sexual exploitation
and pay special attention to the recommendations in the Rio Plan of Action in
its examination of reports under the Convention on the Rights of the Child
and its Optional Protocols

Adopt as a matter of priority a General Comment on the right of the child to
protection from sexual exploitation, trafficking for sexual purposes, and the
abduction and sale of children, including detailed guidance to States on the
development, implementation and enforcement of national legislation and policies
in this regard

Continue to work with the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights
in protecting child rights, and raising awareness of relevant international and
regional human rights mechanisms.
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c. We encourage other United Nation human rights treaty bodies, special
procedures of the Human Rights Council and special representatives of the United
Nations Secretary-General , as well as regional human rights mechanisms, to:

® Day particular attention to combating the sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents, within their respective mandates and during their examination of
States’reports countty visits, in their thematic work and/or other activities.

d. We urge the Human Rights Council to:

® Ensure that the Universal Periodic Review process includes rigorous examination
of States’” fulfillment of their obligations to children, including preventing and
stopping the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents and to respect fully
the rights of child victims of such exploitation.

e. We urge the yet-to-be-appointed Special Representative of the Secretary-General
on Violence against Children, the Special Representative of the Secretary-General on
Children and Armed Conflict, the Special Rapporteur on the Sale of Children, Child
Prostitution and Child Pornography and the Special Rapporteur on Trafficking,
together with other appropriate mandate holders and in collaboration with the
Committee on the Rights of the Child, to:

® Work together to avoid duplication and to maximise their impact in preventing
and stopping the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents.

f. We encourage UN agencies, NGOs and human rights institutions to:

® Support and provide information on the extent of and responses to sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents to these bodies

® Work with the media to enhance their role in education and empowerment, and
in protecting children from sexual exploitation, and to mitigate the harmful
potential of the media, including through the sexualization of children in
advertising.

g. We call on international financial institutions such as the World Bank and the
International Money Fund to:
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Review current macro-economic and poverty reduction strategies with a view to
counteracting any negative social impact on children and their families and
minimizing the risk for children to sexual exploitation.

h. We call on religious communities to:

Reject, in the light of their consensus about the inherent dignity of every
person, including children, all forms of violence against children including sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents and establish in that regard
multi-religious cooperation and partnership with other key stakeholders such as
governments, children’s organizations, UN agencies, NGOs, media and the
private sector.

C.2. Child pornogtaphy/child abuse images*®) In addition to the actions mentioned
above, we call on States, UN agencies, NGOs, the private sector, academia, children
and young people and other relevant actors to:

Adopt a clear definition of child pornography in accordance with international
standards.

Criminalize the production, distribution, receipt and possession of child
pornography, including virtual images and the sexually exploitative representation
of children, as well as the consumption, access and viewing of such materials
where there has been no physical contact, extending legal liability to entities
such as corporations and companies in case of responsibility for or involvement
in the production and/or dissemination of such materials.

Undertake specific and targeted actions to prevent and stop child pornography
and the use of the Internet and new technologies for the grooming of children
into online and off-line abuse and for the production and dissemination of child
pornography and other materials. Victim identification and support and care by
specialized staff should be made a high priority;

48) Increasingly the term ‘child abuse images’ is being used to refer to the sexual

exploitation of children and adolescents in pornography. This is to reflect the
seriousness of the phenomenon and to emphasize that pornographic images of children
are in fact records of a crime being committed. However, many laws use the term
‘child pornography’ and it is therefore used in this document.
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Conduct educational and awareness-raising actions focusing on children, parents,
teachers, youth organizations and others working with and for children with a
view to improving understanding of the risks of sexually exploitative use of the
Internet, mobile telephones and other technologies, such actions to include
information for children on how to protect themselves, get help and report
incidences of child pornography and online exploitation, and indicators and
evaluations to identify the effectiveness of such programmes, not only in
relation to increasing knowledge but also in effecting behaviour change.

Put online safety on the curriculum in schools, and promote it through youth
organizations and at official meeting points for children;

Take the necessary legislative measures to require Internet service providers,
mobile phone companies, search engines and other relevant actors to report
and remove child pornography websites and child sexual abuse images, and
develop indicators to monitor results and enhance efforts.

Encourage and support Internet service providers, mobile phone companies,
Internet cafes and other relevant actors to develop and implement, with the
meaningful participation of parents, children and adolescents, voluntary Codes
of Conduct and other corporate social responsibility mechanisms and develop
legal tools for enabling the adoption of child protection measures in these
businesses.

Provide incentives to the private sector for research and development of robust
technologies to identify images taken with electronic digital cameras and trace
and retract them to help apprehend the perpetrators;

Promote public/private partnership to enhance research and the development of
robust technologies to investigate the sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents and promptly trace the victims;

Develop and disseminate messages informing potential users of legislation on
viewing child abuse images and develop programmes to reduce the demand for
such images

Encourage and support telephone and online hotlines to enable the public,
including children, to report the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents
online, moving where possible towards harmonized numbers and URLs.
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C.3. Sexual exploitation of children and adolescents in prostitution

In addition to the actions mentioned above, we call on States, UN agencies,
NGOs, the private sector, academia, children and young people and other relevant
actors  to:

Harmonize domestic laws in accordance with international standards including
the definition of the child, and the sexual exploitation of children and
adolescents in prostitution

Address the demand that leads to children being prostituted by making the
purchase of sex or any form of transaction to obtain sexual services from a
child a criminal transaction under criminal law

Establish specialized, gender-appropriate programmes to provide care, recovery
and rehabilitation  (including assessment of risk, prevention and response
mechanisms) not only for gitls but also for boys vulnerable to or victims of
sexual exploitation in prostitution

Pilot and where appropriate replicate alternative models of care, such as
community-based recovery, rehabilitation and reintegration which will serve as a
longer-term preventive measure as well as help to redress the ostracism and
social isolation faced by child victims of sexual exploitation in prostitution

Provide specialized and appropriate health care for children who have been
exploited in prostitution, and support local models of recovety, social work
systems, realistic economic alternatives and cooperation among programmes for
holistic response.

Undertake research on contemporary patterns of socialization of boys and men
across different contexts to identify factors that inhibit and discourage adults
from engaging in sexual exploitation of children and adolescents.

C.4. Sexual exploitation of children and adolescents in travel and tourism

In addition to the actions mentioned above, we call on States, UN agencies,
NGOs, the private sector, academia, children and young people and other relevant
actors to:
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Encourage and support the tourism, travel and hotel sectors in adopting
professional Codes of Conduct, for example by joining and implementing the
Code of Conduct for the Protection of Children in Travel and Toutism
encourage the wuse of businesses that put in place appropriate child
protection-focused corporate social responsibility strategies; and/or provide othet
incentives for those participating.

Ensure that all stakeholders pay specific attention to unregulated tourism to
prevent domestic and international travellers from sexually exploiting children
and adolescents

Cooperate in the establishment of an international travel notification system,
such as the Interpol ‘green notice’ system, in accordance with applicable law
and human rights standards

Ensure investigation and, where sufficient evidence exists, that appropriate
charges are brought and vigorously pursued against the State’s nationals who
are reported or alleged to have sexually exploited a child in a foreign countty

Prohibit the production and dissemination of material advertising the sexual
exploitation of children in tourism but alert travellers to ctiminal sanctions that
will apply in cases of sexual exploitation of children;

Provide vulnerable children living in or near popular tourist destinations who
have reached the minimum legal age for work with vocational training, careers
guidance and job opportunities, where appropriate in partnership with the
private sector, wotkers” and employers’organizations, to prevent them entering
into situations of exploitation

Monitor new and emerging tourist destinations and establish proactive measures
to work with private sector partners involved in development tourism services
on measures to prevent the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents,
including the use of socially and environmentally responsible strategies that
promote equitable development;

Encourage and support greater intra- and inter-institutional cooperation among
government, law enforcement, NGOs and other relevant actors to develop a
simplified, effective, coordinated response to the sexual exploitation of children
and adolescents in travel and tourism.
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C.5. Trafficking and the sexual exploitation of children and adolescents

In addition to the actions mentioned above, we call on States, where appropriate
with the support of UN agencies, NGOs, the private sector, academia, children and
young people and other relevant actors to:

Adopt a clear definition of child trafficking in accordance with obligations under
the Palermo Protocol and other relevant international instruments and standards,
and take into consideration the OHCHR Principles and Guidelines on the
Trafficking of Human Beings (including children)

Mobilize communities with a view to engaging them in dialogue on and a
critical review of social norms and practices that make children vulnerable to
trafficking, and establish procedures that involve them in developing strategies
and programmes where they participate, where appropriate, in the planning,
implementation and monitoring of such programmes

Pilot and adapt or replicate successful models of community-based rehabilitation
and reintegration programmes for child victims of trafficking

Establish policies and programmes that address not only cross-border but also
internal trafficking of children and that include, among other elements, a
standard operating procedure for the safe repatriation and return of children
based on a careful assessment of the needs and risks to the child of returning
to her/his place of otigin to ensure that the best intetests of the child are
taken into account

Continue strengthening cross-border and internal cooperation of law enforcement
officials, for example by establishing coordinating units with amandate to issue
clear guidelines for investigation of cases of trafficking of children and for
treating trafficked children not as criminals but as victims in need of protection

Take legislative and other measures to ensure that a guardian is appointed
without delay for every unaccompanied trafficked child, that an effective system
of registration and documentation of all trafficked children is established, and
that every trafficked child is provided with not only short-term protection but
also with the necessary economic and psycho-social support for full and
long-lasting recovery and social reintegration (in line with the UNICEF
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Guidelines for the protection of child victims of trafficking and  UNHCR Manual  for
assessment of the best interests of the chile)

® Undertake and/or support, with the involvement of civil society and children,
the regular evaluation of programmes and policies to prevent and stop the
trafficking of children and of legislation that may have a conducive impact on
trafficking, for example laws on marriage, adoption and migration, birth
registration, accordance of citizenship, refugee or other status.

D. Follow-up
We commit ourselves to the most effective follow-up to this Plan of Action:

® at the national level, ufer aka, by annually reporting on the measures taken for
the implementation of the Rio Declaration and Plan of Action and
promoting/initiating discussions on the progress made and the remaining
challenges;

® at the international level, by encouraging and supporting coordinated actions by
the relevant special mandate holders with a view to maintaining awareness of
the Rio Declaration and Plan of Action and promoting its implementation, and
by encouraging the private sector to join the UN Global Compact and
communicate their implementation progress with regard to addressing the sexual
exploitation of children and adolescents and supporting the realization of this
platform for coordinated corporate efforts and sharing of best practices.
